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The study aimed to assess the students’ performance in Gender Equity Education
Curriculum. The subjects who participated in this study were 2,223 primary school students
from middle and upper grades in Taipei City. A test was designed for this study, which
contained six main groups of question items-the awareness, the knowledge, the attitude, the
behavior and intention, self-efficacy, and basic information-of gender self-understanding,
interpersonal relationship and self-development.

There were four significant findings in this study. Firstly, the students’ awareness was
above the medium level. It revealed an achievement of gender equity education under the
recent effort of the educational department. Secondly, the students’ knowledge was good.
Upper graders showed better knowledge than the middle graders. Thirdly, the results
indicated that the students showed above medium level in their attitude towards gender
issues. With regard to the students’ behavior and intention, the female students obviously
showed much strong willingness of being a male than their male counterparts did, implying
that the female students were less satisfied with their own gender. For middle grades, in
particular, 16.4 percent of the students had ever been taken off their skirts or pants. 16.1
percent of the students had been sexually harassed with their breats, hips, or thighs touched.
4.3 percent of the students had ever been forced to have sexual relationship. 2.6 percent of
the students had ever entered pornographic net sites or made pornographic phone calls. For
upper grades, 19.2 percent of the students had ever been taken off their skirts or pants.
19.3 percent of the students had been sexually harassed with their breats, hips, or thighs
touched. 1.5 percent of the students had ever been forced to have sexual relationship. 3.5
percent of the students had ever entered pornographic net sites or made pornographic phone
calls. Accordingly, the results of the study provided suggestions for the promotion of gender
equity education.
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
